Terms of Reference for Artists/Speakers at event honouring peace whistle-blower Josip Reihl-Kir, in memory of 25 years of his passing, as part of the activities of (Un)Decent Exposure
1. Background information

Overall objective of the Equality Surveyor project is to contribute to raising capacities of civil society organizations, journalist, and researchers, as well as the public for efficient and effective monitoring of public policies and trends that impact on levels of inequality and discrimination, across eight policy sub-sectors (economics, social welfare, health, education, taxes, political and social participation, the judiciary, and the environment). This project aims to contribute to the overall transparency and openness of the Croatian public administration, as well as to raise awareness and improved understanding of CSOs, researchers and the public at large, in the above mentioned public policy sub-sectors by developing a free, open access and user friendly database that will allow policy makers as well as those whom the policies impact access to key data and trends for decision-making and understanding the impact policies will have on vulnerable groups in Croatia. Importantly, and with the target group of the general public in mind, we also aim to increase the public awareness and understanding of social and economic inequalities, a topic not yet fully covered or understood in Croatia, in order to increase citizen debate and involvement in the policies which will have an impact on their quality of life. Specific objective: To organize a cultural event that will draw the public’s attention to information activism and its impact on social change.  The goal of these activities is to draw the public eye onto the importance of information activism, in particular the public which is not interested in data analytics or research, in order to educate and raise awareness in an entertaining way, around the crucial role that information and information activists play in producing change at the local and national levels and in maintaining our liberal democracies and rule of law.

The speaker will prepare and give an inspiration talk that talks both about our dark past, as exemplified by the story of Josip Reihl-Kir and about the hope for our future through information activism and investigative journalism as preservers of the public good. The talk should be in the tone of inspiring others to also be whistle-blowers for peace
